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Youth / Hand

Areas R and S are specially designated Youth/Handicap areas. Youth ages 15 and
younger may hunt in these areas. These areas are open unless specified
otherwise during your iSportsman check-in. Youth must be under the supervision
of an adult who is 18 years of age or older and has completed the state of Kansas
Hunter Education Requirement, an NRA approved equivalent Hunter Education
Course, or is exempt from such requirement. ONLY THE YOUTH may hunt in
these areas. Handicapped hunters may also hunt in these areas if they have
received a Fort Riley handicap pass from the DPW Environmental Division Office.
Access to these areas will be managed through Fort Riley iSportsman
